Set up and receiving day at the Library, 1% floor, is Saturday 14" October from 10am until
1pm.

The opening night and prize giving will be on Monday 16" October from 6pm. Closing day is
Saturday 28" October 2017. All unsold work should be collected on Sunday 29" October by
12noon - or please make prior arrangements to have your work collected as we have no
storage space at the library.

Conditions and regulations for entry:

1. This exhibition is a judged exhibition and open only to members of the Auckland
Watercolour Society who have been members for at three months (for this year we
are saying that the three months joining period starts at the end of July.)
Watercolour paintings only will be accepted for entry. Classwork and paintings
done under supervision or giclees will not be accepted for this exhibition.

2. Two framed original watercolours completed in the past year may be entered by
each member.

3. Generally this is a for sale exhibition. Should you not wish to sell please mark the
work with a clear NFS (not for sale).

4. The entry fee for this exhibition will be $15 for each painting. This may be paid at
the time of registering, online to the account listed at the end of the form or by
cheque made out to the Auckland Watercolour Society and posted to the secretary
(address below).

5. An amount of 20% deducted from sales and will go to a charity of the Auckland
Watercolour Society’s choice. For this exhibition the charity is the Neurological
Foundation of NZ. When costing their work, artists should take this into account, the
given price must include the 20%.

6. All work must be ready to hang - i.e d-rings/cord/framed securely and neatly
sealed on the back with adequate tape. Swing tags with artist’s name/phone
number/title of work/cost must be attached with cord long enough to be hung over
the front of the painting when hung (If you need advice on framing your work please
phone or email the secretary)

7. We recommend you put your contact details on the back of your painting.
Purchasers might like to contact you for future sales..

8. The Auckland Watercolour Society will not be responsible for any damage or theft
which may occur to art work whilst the show is on though all reasonable care will be
taken. The works are not insured. Entrants should arrange for their own insurance if
deemed necessary.

9. Artists and buyers may not remove any paintings from the display screens until the
exhibition is finished — in an emergency please ask the committee if works can be
removed.
